What to Expect

The section of pipe that will be replaced will use a construction method called “pipe
bursting.” This trenchless method involves breaking and expanding the existing buried pipe
while replacing it with a new larger diameter pipe. This is done with the use of pits to insert
and then remove the equipment and pipe. By using pipe busting we eliminate the need to
excavate the entire stretch of the pipe alignment thus minimizing impact to the
community. To maintain wastewater service during construction, a pumping system is
installed above ground to bypass the sewer flow.

During non-working hours, work zones will be secured and trench plates will be used to
maintain access.

OC San is committed to clear, transparent, proactive communication with stakeholders in
the impacted areas to minimize and resolve issues during construction. Notifications with
additional schedule information will be shared prior to the start of construction.
